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NEW ISSUES

The County of Hyde lost 9 positions during
2010 due to a reduction in force. Other
unfilled positions were placed under a
hiring freeze.

Ferry traffic to and from Ocracoke Island
during the peak tourist months of July and
August 2010 increased by 39% compared

to the same time period in 2009.

The age-adjusted diabetes death rate for
Hyde County (73) is nearly 3 times the
state rate (25.2).

THE AGREAT

The economy of Hyde County
continues to feel the effects of the
recession that the United States has
experienced since 2008.

Financially, the County of Hyde has
suffered greatly during the 2009/10
fiscal year. County officials were
forced to cut 9 county positions
effective June 30" in order to balance
the budget for 2010/11. The County
also placed a hiring freeze on all other

vacant positions until further notice.

RECESSI ONoO

Retail sales, a major source of income
for the County, continued to fall.
Between 2008 and 2009, sales
dropped $2.6 million in addition to the
$6.7 million lost between 2007 and
2008.

According to the North Carolina
Employment Security Commission,
t he countyods une
remains at a standstill compared with
2009. The average unemployment

rate for January through September

2010 is 8.8%, the same as compared
with 2009.

How does this affect the health of the residents of Hyde County?

Tight economic times have caused several health programs that were available to
county residents to come to an end. Below are just a few examples.

First, access to dental care has been affected. Dental services that were provided

than 120 people were served between August 2009 and June 2010 and 76 people
remained on the waiting list and were never able to receive dental services. The
end of this service means there is no dental care to access within the county at
this time.

Secondly, the partnership between Hyde County Health Department and the Food
Bank of the Albemarle to provide free health information and screenings came to
an end. This activity was grant funded and funds ended October 2010. Due to

budget, staff and time constraints, this service could no longer be provided.




The graduation rate for the Class of 2010
graduating from Hyde County schools is below the
stat e rat e.

However, when looking at graduation rates by
ethnicity Hyde County has a higher graduation rate
for blacks (72) than the state rate (66.9).
Coincidentally, Hyde Col
whites (65.5) is lower than the state rate (79.6).

When graduation rates are broken down by
exceptionality, rates for Hyde County are below the
state rate in all categories except for graduation
rates for student s wi t
graduation rate for students with disabilities is 84.6
while the state rate is 57.5.

SAT performance has fallen dramatically between
2008 and 2010. Below is a table of the average
SAT scores for Mattamuskeet High School (data
not available for Ocracoke School) for the past 3
years.
